Legislative Representative

 APRIL 17TH, 2024. LEGISLATIVE DAY-BE THERE!!!!! 

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, Appellee, v. DONALD FRIES, Appellant.No. 41624. 
Supreme Court of Illinois. 
Opinion filed May 28, 1969. 
We hold that portion of the statute under which appellant was convicted (Ill. Rev. Stat. 1967, ch. 95 1/2, par. 189c(a)) to 
be beyond the police power of the legislature, in violation of section 2 of article II of the constitution of the State of Illinois 
and of the fourteenth amendment to the constitution of the United States, and therefore unconstitutional. Accordingly the 
conviction is reversed.

This month the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) released its annual report, Traffic Safety Facts 
2021: A Compilation of Motor Vehicle Traffic Crash Data. The 225-page report contains information on crash types, caus-
es and participants involved. Remember that while we are nearing the end of 2023, this report is 2021 data. NHTSA 
spent nearly two years compiling these figures before releasing the report.  

The data on motorcyclist fatalities is especially troubling. According to the report, in 2021, motorcyclists made up 13.8% 

of all nationwide traffic fatalities, with 5,932 motorcyclists killed on our nationôs roadways. That is the highest number 

since data collection began in 1975. In comparison, the pre-Covid year of 2019 saw 5,044 bikers killed. 

Here are other takeaways: Riders accounted for 95% of deaths, while 5% were motorcycle passengers. 

57% of fatalities occurred by collision with another vehicle, 26% resulted from a collision with a fixed object, 4% 

collision with a non-fixed object, while 13% of fatalities occurred without a collision. 

34% of fatalities involved a rider impaired by alcohol. That number is in line with the 31% of alcohol-related fatali-

ties nationwide. Riders were wearing helmets in 59% of fatalities, while riders were not wearing helmets in 

38% of fatalities. Another 3% of fatalities occurred where helmet usage was unknown. 

29% of fatalities involved an unlicensed rider.

In a small bowl, mix together the paprika, garlic powder, and 1 teaspoon salt. 
In a separate medium bowl, whisk together the minced garlic, balsamic, and rosemary. Stream in the olive oil, whisk-
ing until well incorporated. 

Add the potatoes and carrots to a 6-quart slow cooker. Add half the spice mixture (about 1 İ teaspoon) and 1 table-
spoon balsamic sauce, tossing to coat. 

Sprinkle the remaining spice mixture on the chicken, rubbing to cover the bird and under the skin. 
Place the chicken on top of the vegetables. Pour over 1 tablespoon balsamic sauce. Set aside the remaining bal-
samic sauce for serving. 

Cover and cook until breast registers 165 degrees and thighs register 175 degrees, 3-4 hours on high or 5-6 hours 
on low. 

Remove the chicken from the slow cooker. It will be so tender that it may fall apart, though using two spatulas helps 
the process. If youôd like the chicken to have crispy skin, place it on a baking sheet and broil on high for 3-4 
minutes. 

Serve the chicken along with the potatoes and carrots, sprinkled with rosemary, and with the extra balsamic sauce 
on the side for drizzling or dipping.

Slow Cooker Whole Chicken and 

Vegetables 

FOR THE CHICKEN 

1 4-pound whole chicken, giblets 
removed 

1 pound baby potatoes, sliced into 
halves 

1 pound carrots 
1 teaspoon paprika 
1 teaspoon garlic powder 
1 teaspoon kosher salt 

FOR THE GARLIC BALSAMIC SAUCE 

2 medium garlic cloves, minced or finely grated 
ı cup balsamic vinegar 
2 tablespoons olive oil
